Tennis Court Rules 
 
These rules are for the benefit of all homeowners. They are intended to protect the facilities and 
provide enjoyable recreation. Please have the courtesy to abide by these rules. 
 
Operating Hours: 7:00 AM to 10:00 PM 
 
1.  All persons using the Tennis Court facilities do so at their own risk. The VRHOA will  
 not be responsible for any accident or injury to members or guests nor for any article  
 which is lost, damaged or stolen. Homeowners are responsible for their guests. 
 
2.  Absolutely no chewing of gum is allowed while in the tennis court area. 
 
3. Due to debris and pest problems, no food or glass containers are allowed. 
 
4.  Please clean up after yourself. Leave the court the way you found it, or cleaner. 
 
5.  No skateboards, bicycles, roller skates, etc. are allowed on the tennis court surface. 
 
6.  No pets are allowed in the tennis court area. 
 
7.  The gates are to remain closed and locked at all times except when entering or   
 leaving. Do not prop the gates open or leave a key in the lock. 
 
8.  The court is for residents and their guests only. Guests may not play unless   
 accompanied by a resident with a key at all times. No resident shall have more than  
 three guests at any one time. Each court in play must have at least one resident   
 present. 
 
9.  Tennis pros may only teach or coach homeowners/residents. Court time limits apply. 
 
10.  Proper tennis etiquette is required when other players are waiting. Court waiting time  
 for singles will be no longer than 60 minutes. Wait time for doubles will be no longer  
 than 75 minutes. 
 
11.  No articles, advertisements for sale, etc. shall be posted or exhibited in the tennis  

 court area without authorization by the Association Board of Directors. 
 
12.  Excessive noise or other disturbance will be grounds for immediate ejection. 
 
13.  The Association has the authority to restrict the use of the recreation facilities to   
 anyone who does not comply with the Tennis Court Rules.
